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CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:

1. Entry is open to people aged 16 and over.

2. Entrants are required to design a wearable art garment to be worn and modelled at the
show. For the avoidance of doubt, the garment can be made on any material, subject to the
restrictions in clauses 6 and 7.

3. Single or group entries are accepted.

4. Only one entry per category is permitted, with a maximum of three entries in the show. Each
entry requires a separate entry form.

5. All entries must be the owner’s original work.

6. The Garment must be of sturdy construction.

7. The Garment must be made of safe, non toxic material and must not contain anything or be
constructed in such a ways so as to cause injury or harm to the model wearing it and / or
members of the audience. Entrants will be responsible for ensuring strict compliance with the
provisions of this clause and shall indemnify the Organisers in respect of any claim of damages,
costs and / or any other loss and / or injury however caused, whether directly or indirectly.

8. If the event has to be cancelled in its entirety for whatever reason the Entrant, their model
and / or any other person, supplier or third party involved in any way, whether directly or
indirectly, accepts that the Organiser will not be liable for any costs, loss, damage and / or other
claim howsoever arising in relation thereto.

9. Garment and all accessories must be named and packaged together in a named box or other
appropriate packaging.

10. Once garments have been received by the organisers they cannot be taken away until
released by the organisers.

11. Entrants are responsible for ensuring the Garment is delivered to the Organisers on or
before 6 April 2012.

12. Garments are submitted at the Entrant’s risk and the Organisers shall not be responsible for
any loss and / or damage thereto whatsoever or howsoever arising.

13. The Organisers are not responsible for shipping or Garments lost in transit, or for any
damage, loss, costs and / or other claim howsoever arising in relation to the storage and / or
transport of the Garment, whether directly or indirectly.

14. Organisers may keep the garments for two months after the show for display and
promotional purposes. They can be collected by the Entrants after 28 June 2012.

15. Entrants can provide their own model for the show. There will be four rehearsals prior to
the show and models must attend all of them (see rehearsal schedule). All models must be at
least 16 years or older.

16. If you require the organisers to supply a model they must be made to a women’s standard
size 10, 12 or 14 and height 5’4 to 5’8. For male models the size is 102-108 chest and waist 81-
86cm.

17. The Organisers reserve the right to decline to accept any entry for any reason whatsoever
without liability to the purported Entrant, proposed model and / or any other person.

18. If the event has to be cancelled for whatever reason the Entrant accepts that no further
claim can be made against the organiser’s should this provision be invoked.

19. The judges’ decision is final and no further correspondence will be entered into.

20. Each entrant shall receive a complimentary ticket to the event, for each entry submitted.
